2. Possession, consumption or distribution of alcohol and/or tobacco if illegal or in violation of RVA or USAV policy. USAV policy prohibits the possession, consumption or distribution
of alcohol and/or tobacco by anyone registered as a Junior Olympic Volleyball Player at the event venue of any USAV sanctioned junior event.

violate any of the following rules, | might be subject to whatever disciplinary action is deemed

appropriate by the authorized person, persons, boards or committees of the RVAs or USA Volleyball.
